SAFETY REGULATIONS
l.   Follow all safety rules at all times.
2.  Students are responsible for their individual books, safety glasses, and projects.
3.  OSHA approved eye protection devices must be worn at all times during work periods.

4.  Sturdy, closed shoes must be worn.

6.  Roll up sleeves tuck in bows, ties, or any loose piece of clothing. Do not operate any machine when wearing any clothing that is loose.

7.  Wear proper breathing protection when working in areas where dust and fumes exist.
8.  OSHA approved ear protection must be worn in areas where the machines or other activities are 
     excessively loud. 

9. Remove all hanging jewelry when working in the lab.

10. Long hair must be tied back.
11. Walk, never run or throw any items in the lab.

12. Horseplay will not be permitted. Always concentrate on your task.

13. All injuries, no matter how small, must be reported to the instructor.

14. Permission must be obtained before using any machine​

15. Only one person to a machine at any one time.

16. Stay out of the work zones around the machines unless you are the operator of that machine. (ARMS  

      LENGTH) 

17. Never cut toward your body, or point any sharp item at your body or anyone else. 

18. When using sharp tools or objects, make sure your hands are not in front

29. Never talk to anyone while you or they are operating any machine or tool.

20. Report any damaged tools or machines to the teacher. If a machine, is not operating correctly, shut it 
      off, wait until all moving parts have stopped, then  tell the teacher about the problem.

21. Check all hand tools for loose handle or damage; report any damage to the instructor.

22. Keep all machinery clean. Never clean a machine when it is running.

23. Carry only a few tools at a time.

24. Use all tools and machines in the correct way and only for the correct purpose. All safety guards 
      must be kept in their  position while the machines are being used.

25. Use leg and arm muscles, never your back, to lift heavy objects. Ask someone to help you.

26. Vises should be kept loose and vertical.
